in the yard, as she doesn't have the right boots, so we sent
her back to Perth with the car.
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Toll IPEC has recently launched a
new freight tracking system to track
consignments at an item level.

Consignments are normally made up
of more than one item, with the
contents of each item having specific
importance to senders and receivers. 

For example, in the case of
transporting spare parts, one box in a
consignment might contain non-
urgent stock, while another contains
parts that are vital to the operation of
a factory or mine. By monitoring the
progress of each item, Toll IPEC is
able to provide customers with the
confidence that specific items will
arrive as scheduled.

Toll IPEC’s tracking system is
designed to work with both a unique
item barcode designed for Toll IPEC’s
systems, and the broader "Serial
Shipping Container Code" (SSCC)

barcode standard, now required for
delivery to a number of major retail
organisations.

As freight moves through the Toll IPEC
system, barcode readers identify
each item at key points. Scanned
information is transmitted to a
tracking database where the freight
movement is matched with related
consignment information received
electronically or, from manually
entered consignment notes. The
system also links to proof of delivery
images, thus providing key
information for our customer service
staff and soon, directly at the
fingertips of our customers.

The tracking application has been
fully developed for the Web, allowing
maximum accessibility and flexibility.
The system is currently running on the
Toll Intranet, but is designed for direct
customer access via the Internet

once the system meets stringent
reliability and security standards.

The tracking screen as shown in this
article, initially displays information at
a consignment level, then enables
users to drill down to item level.
Searches may be carried out using
the consignment number, item
number or, other reference number
provided by our customer.
